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Italy Tour 

5 nights 

Rome – Amalfi – Capri – Naples – Rome 
 

 

Day 1 Rome – Amalfi 

Arrive Rome Airport (FCO), meet and greet, drive to Amalfi (approx. 3hrs) check-in at Anantara Convento 

Amalfi hotel. overnight Amalfi. 

 

Day 2 Amalfi 

Enjoy breakfast in the comfort of your hotel, rest of the morning will be at your own leisure. 

 

In the afternoon, you will be escorted to a Sunset Boat 

Tour to Positano from Amalfi. With steep houses 

tumbling down to the sea, old-timey hotels draped in 

flowering vines and restaurant terraces. Soak in the 

views of the coast and the Tyrrhenian Sea from your 

boat as you enjoy a glass of Prosecco and some light 

aperitifs. Swim or snorkel in the clear blue waters, or 

simply enjoy the view.  

 

Disembark in Positano for a romantic dinner with 

ocean views. Enjoy your delicious pasta dinner with 

fresh seafood, paired with a glass of fruity Falanghina. 

  

You will be driven back, overnight Amalfi. 

 

Day 3 Amalfi – Capri 

After breakfast in your hotel, you will be driven to 

Capri (approx. 3hrs). Spend the day enjoying the 

sunshine, summer villas and clear blue waters of 

Capri Island, known locally as ‘The Pearl of the 

Mediterranean’. Capri sits on the south side of the 

Gulf of Naples and is a popular destination. Ancient 

Romans used the island for summer villas for the 

Empire's rich and famous, while the Greeks called 

Capri 'The Isle of Sirens.'  

 

Hotel transfer to JK Place Capri, overnight Capri. 
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Day 4 Capri 

Once you finish your breakfast, head out for a scenic 

drive along the Sorrentine coast to Sorrento Port 

where you'll catch a hydrofoil to Capri. From here go 

for a Guided Walking Tour of the island's main 

attractions. See Marina Grande and Marina Piccola 

Harbours, walk along the Belvedere Tragara a villa-

lined promenade with panoramic views and explore 

the ruins of ancient Roman villas.  

 

Head uphill to see Anacapri, the Piazzetta, and 

Augustus' Garden, as well as the best views of the 

Faraglioni Rocks. In the afternoon return to the water 

to explore the Grotta Azzurra, a naturally hollowed 

sea cave, and soak in the sunshine on the beach. 

 

You will be driven back, overnight Capri. 

 

Day 5 Capri – Naples  

After a relaxing breakfast, check-out, you will be 

driven to Naples, Sorrento. See beautiful views, soak 

in the tranquil atmosphere and admire cascading 

lemon terraces. 

 

The city's focal point is the Piazza Tasso, a central 

square built over a gorge that splits the city. Other 

notable attractions include the beautiful Marina 

Piccola bay nearby, the Villa Pollio Roman ruins in 

Capo di Sorrento, the Sorrentine Peninsula 

Archaeological Museum, the 11th century Duomo and 

the Basilica di Sant'Antonino, which houses the 

remains of the city's patron saint.  

 

Check in to Inn on Fifth, overnight Naples.  
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Day 6 Naples – Rome – Hong Kong  

Check out and head to Rome, stopping at the ruins of 

Pompeii on the way. Visit this bustling seaside city 

that was buried underneath ash and volcanic debris 

after the eruption of Mount Vesuvius. 

 

The ash acted as an archaeological time capsule by 

preserving many of the city's original buildings and 

features completely intact.  

 

The city was lost for 1,500 years following Mount 

Vesuvius' eruption before its accidental rediscovery in 

1599. Items from jars to furniture were frozen in time, 

and even people who were unable to flee the 

oncoming ash were perfectly preserved. 

 

The guided Walking Tour (approx. 2hrs) of Pompeii's 

ancient streets will show off preserved villas, shops, 

public buildings, and plazas, giving you an insider's 

look into life 2,000 years ago. Tour stops include the 

House of Gladiators, large manors and villas, the 

Temple of Isis, and the Garden of the Fugitives where 

you can see plasters of several of the victims of the 

volcanic 

 

After lunch, head to Villa de Este (approx. 2.5hrs). 

Villa d'Este grounds include a masterpiece of Italian 

garden design with an amazing concentration of 

fountains, nymphaea, grottoes, water themes and an 

organ which produces audible effects created by water. 

 

Transfer to Rome Airport (FCO) for your onward flight to Hong Kong (HKG).
